
Directions  to  Morry’s Camp

– At Port Jervis take Route 97 North (N) – travel 6 miles through “Hawk’s Nest” 
– Turn right (R) onto County Route 31 and proceed 3 miles 
– At first crossroad turn left (L) onto White Road 
– Go 3/4 mile – turn left (L) onto Decker Road – follow this road to a fork. 
– Bear right (R) at the fork onto the camp road (Morry’s Camp, Barnes Rd.) 
– Follow this road into the camp.

Route 15 and 206 to Milford, PA, then 
Route 209 to Port Jervis
